
Key Area – Products from Plants
Your report should:

· Have an appropriate structure with an informative title and headings 
· Be clear and concise 
You will be given time to collect the information.  You will then take the information in and write a report/produce a poster under exam conditions.
The notes you take in should be your own work and you should not take in a fully written report.



The aim must describe clearly what is to be investigated.
Then you must describe the plant and the product it is used for and explain its effect on the environment/society (This could be a positive or negative effect)

Researching the issue
Here you must give at least 2 sources that you have used to find relevant data/information for your report.  This might include tables, graphs, diagrams and text.
Presenting Information

You must present your data/information (summary, graph, table, chart or diagram) in a format that is different to the original source. 
You could do this by performing calculations, plotting graphs from tables, drawing a table from other sources, summarising referenced texts, etc.
Check that you have included suitable scales/units/headings/labels

Here you should explain how the underlying chemistry relates to your topic.

You should include a statement of the chemical principles involved. This may include one or more of: formulae, chemical equations, calculations, a description of properties related to bonding.

You must clearly state the conclusion(s) of your investigation. Your conclusion(s) must relate to your aim and be supported by what you have found out.


Aim – What you are going to investigate

Description of Plant and Product and how they affect the environment/society

References with enough information that they can be easily looked up     (you must use at least 2)

Graph/Table/Diagram that you have adapted from one of your sources
